In order for you to be saved you have to turn from your idols to God.  In fact if you are 
trusting in your religion then turn from that, and only trust the finished work of Jesus Christ,  
(His death, burial and resurrection), and be saved. If your religion says you have to do good 
works to be saved, then right now turn from believing that, and only believe in Christ. If 
your religion teaches that Christ is not God in the flesh (I Timothy 3:16, Colossians 2:9) 
then turn from believing the lies they have taught you. Turn and trust Jesus the Son of God, 
who is also God the Son (John 1:1).  
 
If you are trusting in anything other than the blood of Jesus Christ, then you must turn from 
that and to God. What will you trust to save you?

Jesus asked if it was  
because they were worse sinners than other Galilaeans. The answer is in the next verse, 
Luke 13:3: 
 
“__________, except ye repent, ye shall all likewise perish.” 
 
Nay is the same as “NO”. Jesus is saying “NO” those who were killed were not worse. In 
fact all are sinners in God’s eyes, and all have to repent or they will perish! We are all guilty. 
We all need to repent. Repent simply means to have a change of mind that results in a change 
of action.  
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We have to repent. As the Thessalonians turned from idols, we also have to turn from sin. 
Jesus said repent or ye shall all likewise perish (Luke 13:3-5).  
Thankfully we do not have to do good works. We simply have to have a change of mind 
about our sin. We must understand how much God hates sin. After all, SIN IS THE 
REASON CHRIST WAS CRUCIFIED! Your sin and mine hung Him on the cross! 
Therefore we must turn to God and trust only Jesus to be saved from our sins. We must 
repent or we will perish!
